• Compound knockout will be in use throughout the event, 
however if a group has seven or less players a pools system 
will be used. 

 

• Technical restrictions will apply for ALL Group A contests. 
 



• 'Golden Score' will operate throughout the event. 
 

• Point Scoring — Juniors, Seniors and Masters where 
appropriate. NB: No point scoring in the U16 event on 
Saturday. 

 

• Medallists must wear judogi during the medal presentations. 
Medals will only be given when each group is presented. 

• Competitors are expected to provide their own blue and 
white competition belts. 

• Competitors must wear suitable footwear at all times when 
off the mat. 
 

• The organiser reserves the right to refuse entries and to 
combine any weight group should it be necessary.  In the 
event of a dispute the Tournament Directors decision is 
FINAL.
